· What day?

· What time?

· Your initials
	· What was the lesson?
· Was it during the transition, input, main activity or plenary?

· What was the task?

· Was it the regular teacher, a supply or unknown teacher?

· Has anything changed unexpectantly – routine, responses, staff
· Who were the key people involved – staff, peers
· What might your prior understanding of the child’s difficulties prompt you to record? i.e specific triggers
	· What did the child do to break a school rule?
· Did they act unsafely, use unkind words or avoid completing the assigned work?

· Who did they offend against if they were unsafe or unkind?
· If Timeout or Physical Intervention was used make sure the justification is clear in this section!
	· What was the immediate feedack?
· What resulted from the behaviour?

· Any other consequences naturally occurring or put in place by someone
· Any positive reinforcement for the child such as getting peer or adult attention
· When setting consequences try to make them relevant and proportionate.

· Was timeout used?

· Did the child complete any missed work?

· Did they repay any wasted time?

· PI is never used as a consequence?

· Not earning rewards shouldn’t be the only consequence!
	· Have any of the child’s basic needs been threatened or neglected?
· What do you know about their past or current experiences which may have contributed towards this behaviour?
· Do you think they may have been trying to make a contribution, make a difference, get help in some way or restore the balance of their perceived justice. (Dreikurs)
