Individual Work Station
An individual work station can be very beneficial for pupils with ASD. It centres their learning in one area and provides an unchanging environment in which they can work.

Ideally, the work station should have a desk against a wall or a board on which their visual timetables and work systems can be displayed. It should be positioned in a quiet area, away form distractions. If the pupil is very easily distracted additional boards may need to be used, to further reduce any distractions. This is dependent on the needs of the pupil. 

Teachers need to decide if this is going to be a permanent place to work or whether it can be used flexibly. All the materials and equipment the child needs for the lesson may be on the table although this may be adapted when you are trying to promote independence.
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
