	WALT: keep ourselves safe on the internet

Steps to Success:

· I know what I can use the internet for

· I know what is safe to share online

· I know what is not safe to share online

· I know what to do if I’m not sure
	Together:

1.30 Introduce the learning objective.

Receive email on phone - tell children that you’ve won a prize and the sender wants my address!

Children to discuss in talk partners what they use the internet for and feedback their partner’s answers.

Introduce Mitch the Monkey, explain that Mitch’s family have just bought a new computer. He can’t wait to play games, talk to his friends and use the internet to do his homework! But people keep telling him to be safe online... and he’s not sure what that means. Ask children if they could help Mitch understand what ‘Surf Safe’ means. 

Let’s think of some tips for Mitch. What kind of things we might ask an adult about? Who might we ask? 

Tell children that there are some things that are OK to share on the internet, and some things that we should not share. We shouldn’t share personal information. 

What is personal information?  Children to discuss in talk partners what ‘personal information’ might be. 
	Investigate:

1.40

Let’s help Mitch make good choices on the internet. We need to sort these surf situations into what is Surf Safe! and what is Not Safe. 

Children to work in pairs to sort picture word cards into Surf Safe! and Not Safe. Ask children to explain their choices. 

1.50

Ask children to explain to Mitch what ‘Surf Safe’ means. Do you have any examples and tips for him? 


	Practise:

1.55

Tell children that Mitch would like some posters to help him remember how to Surf Safe. He can put them in his bedroom to remind him! 

What tips have we learned so far to keep ourselves safe on the internet? (Using a nickname, don’t share personal information, ask an adult if you’re not sure)

Children to choose a Tip for Mitch to make a mini poster. 

To extend more able children, ask them to think of a tip for Mitch that we haven’t discussed together. Make a poster. 
	Apply:

2.15

Show children PPT of different online situations for Mitch to encounter. Use Mitch to ask the children what decision he should make? 

Ask children what they have been learning today? How will you use what we have learned when you use the internet? Tell children that they have helped Mitch to understand what ‘Surf Safe’ means. 

Remind children of the email about my prize. Ask children what I should do. Why shouldn’t I give them my address?
