Most should: Should start their poster in Publisher and ensure their, graphics are appropriate and have included the correct information and requirements.  I can check this by again walking around, observing student work. 


Some could: provide strong evidence through their arguments and explanations through the class discussions. 





























Teaching objectives (What pupils should: Know, Understand, Be able to do)


Learning Objectives :


All pupils must be able to show they know what E-safety means and produce a poster in A4 that highlights some of the steps they can take to keep themselves safe. 


Most pupils should be able to show appropriate context, images and style which should be used and the type of information that should be included in their leaflet. 


Some pupils could explain in further detail about the appropriate choice of colours, style and layouts to create a suitable A4 poster that goes above and beyond the requirements.
