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· Put 2 or 3 things in a box (or a bag) with the children watching. E.g. a bunch of keys, crisp packet, child’s rattle, a zip, bowl & spoon, 2 pieces of duplo to bang together.

· Make the things make their noise as  you put them in the box..

· Sing “ .....  has a box E I E I O; And in that box she/hr had a …”   Lift the the lid of the box and without showing the children make a noise with one of the objects.  Can the children say what’s making the sound? 

· If the children cannot identify the noise help them by saying ‘Is it the crisp packet crunching or the keys rattling, or the bowl and spoon banging.’ 

· Make sure you confirm with the children what the item is. ‘Yes it was the crisp packet,” and show them. 

· This activity can be extended by asking the children to say with you the sound the object makes – e.g. “rattle rattle” for the keys, “crunch crunch” for the crisp packet, as they finish singing the song – with a ‘rattle, rattle here and a rattle there, here a rattle, there a rattle, everywhere a rattle.... .... has a box  etc. as you repeat with a different sound.
