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This resource can be used by itself, or as part of the A-Z collection for the following:
As a classroom display
These cards could be laminated or printed onto card and displayed on the classroom wall, providing a child friendly reference when learning the alphabet.
As a whole class activity
Hand out the cards to pupils and ask them to sort themselves out in alphabetical order.  The pupils could also peg the cards up on a line. 
The cards could be used as 'letter of the week', asking children to find words in their reading books that start with that letter and writing their findings on a whole class poster/whiteboard.
The cards could be placed behind the ‘hide’ tool on an Interactive Whiteboard. The teacher could then gradually reveal the letter to the pupils prompting them to guess the letter or find words beginning with the letter. 
Pupils could be given individual whiteboards and pens to match lower case letters with upper case letters and vice versa. The cards can be used as a prompt to help with letter formation.
